Welcome to ATC Communications by Living Sky Aerobatics.
Are you tired of going through your view menu to activate the ATC window?  If you are then this program is probably for you.   Working with Windows Vista speech recognition software, we have made the process as simple as “ATC 123”
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With Microsoft FSX running, simply start ATC communications © and speak into the microphone.  
Stating “ATC” will open or close the ATC window; and making a selection is as easy as saying the number corresponding to your selection.  
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As you can see by comparing these two pictures, we’ve just switched to Abbotsford ATIS.  The entire process was as easy as speaking ATC into the microphone, and then saying “ONE” to select ATIS as shown in the bottom photo.
Nothing could be easier.  No more fumbling with the view menu and interrupting your flight by opening the ATC.  Just say it and its there.

As an avid flight sim enthusiast I never bothered with the ATC function for the simple fact that it was much too cumbersome.  The ATC communications program by Living Sky Aerobatics has simplified talking to the tower so much so that I don’t fly without it now.
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Added bonus

As an added bonus the program includes NavComs 1 and 2.  Radios are functional and completely interactive with FSX.  If you want to leave the radios visible, simply use the opacity slide bar to alter the transparency.  Otherwise minimize the program to your taskbar and all speech recognition functions will remain available.  

This program requires Windows ‘system.speech version 3.0.0.0’ (commonly available with Windows Vista and SimConnect.
Installation.

Click ‘Set-up.exe’ to install.  Please note that the program will attempt to auto connect to FSX during the install process. Be sure that FSX is running before installing, or running the program.  (Error message will be “Object not set to an instance of an object”)
